 Conduct of Participants

1. Striking an Official – the offending player(s) will be summarily suspended from any intramural activity and a $50 fine will be assessed. This is to be paid by the player(s) at fault. Note: legal action may be taken.

2. Harassment of Officials – during a game or following a game any player harassing an official will be assessed a penalty and will be suspended from the game and a second offense will result in being dropped from the league.
3. Suspensions – any player suspended for two games will be suspended for the rest of the season.

4. Profanity – any player directing profane language at an opposition or an official will be suspended from the game; second offense that person will be dropped from the league. Excessive use of profane language will result in a warning and suspension from the game after the second offense.

5. Fighting – The offending player(s) will be summarily suspended from the game and any further participation in the intramural activity for a 12 month period; also a $50 fine per offending player(s) will be assessed. The fine will be paid by the offending player(s).

6. Roughing – If a player is assessed a penalty for intentional roughing they will be suspended from the game and dropped from the league after the second offense. Intentional roughing with injury resulting or an attempt to injure will result in suspension from the league.

7. Inebriation – No alcohol beverages and/or narcotics may be consumed by any player before or during a game or brought into a hockey rink. If so the players will be suspended indefinitely as well the team must collect a $50 fine from the offending player and pay the performance bond before their next game. Any alcohol in the dressing room will result in the team being dropped from the league and the loss of the entry fee and the performance bond.

8. Game misconduct in hockey – If a player receives a second game misconduct they will be suspended from the league. If the second game misconduct is received for 3 minor penalties which do not include harassment of officials, intentional roughing with intent to injure, gross misconduct, etc. the suspended player may be reinstated by their request and an additional $50 performance bond must be paid. If the same player receives another game misconduct they will be dropped from the league.
