Kelsey Intramural Hockey League   07-08
1. All players must be current Kelsey students, staff with access cards and/or Kelsey alumni with access cards. The use of non-Kelsey players or ineligible players will result in a default and half of the performance bond will be forfeited.

2. Players’ names must appear on the game sheet in order that they may play in that game. Any additions to the team roster must be made to the KSA office by Friday 3:00 p.m. in order that the individuals’ name appears on the game sheet for the following week.
3. All students must present their student cards to the officials before the game. All staff and alumni must present their Kelsey Access Card to the officials before the game.

4. Teams that do not have the minimum starting line-up will default the game and the result will be the loss of half of the performance bond. The teams are encouraged to scrimmage even if the game is defaulted.
5. If a game is defaulted but the teams remain to scrimmage we require the referees to officiate the scrimmage and call all penalties as they would in a regular game. This will give the players that do show up the opportunity to play the game and we will have referees there in case of an injury and therefore eliminate the chance of liability that may arise from that injury.

6. If a team does not have a goalie they may use a goalie from another intramural team or they may play with six skaters.

7. Student teams are allowed a maximum of two alumni players that are not on the alumni team. These alumni players must pay their team registration fee, must have a current Kelsey Access Card and must pay the $50 alumni hockey fee.

8. Teams must have numbered team sweaters of the same color. Sweaters may be signed out from the Recreation Equipment Room by 4:00 p.m. Return sweaters and goal equipment on time otherwise the team may lose borrowing privileges.

9. No new players may be added after 50% of any event is completed. However apprentices may be signed after 50% of the games are played but all players must play a minimum of two league games to make them eligible for playoffs.
10. A student that has been discontinued from their program is not eligible to play intramurals.
11. Once a team is out of the play-offs that team may pick up             additional players but the players must have a Kelsey student card. The game sheet will indicate if the game is an exhibition game, these games will only occur in late February and March.
12. Teams wanting to cancel an intramural game must notify the KIC office with the intent by 3:00 pm two school days before the scheduled game. Examples:
                Monday after 4:00, notification Thursday by 3:00

                Tuesday after 4:00, notification Friday by 3:00

                Wednesday after 4:00, notification Monday by 3:00

                Thursday after 4::00, notification Tuesday by 3:00

                Sunday evening, notification Wednesday by 3:00
